Winners of each division will receive intramural championship T-shirts.

ELIGIBILITY

Intramural sports events are open to any currently enrolled student or faculty/staff, spouses or partners. Any faculty, staff,
spouses, or partners who would like to play must either be a member of the Student Recreation Center or pay the
$10/Semester Faculty/Staff/Spouse/Partner participation fee. Alumni may only participate if they are members of the SRC.

All participants must show a valid WSU ID prior to each game. NO ID, NO PLAY, NO EXCEPTIONS.

DESCRIPTION

Six-person men’s, women’s and coed volleyball league. Coed teams consist of three men and three women. 2008-2009 and
current varsity volleyball players are not eligible. Teams may have up to two WSU club volleyball players. Complete rules are
available on the intramural website at imsports.wsu.edu.

REGISTRATION INFORMATION

Monday, October 12 - Wednesday, October 21
Intramural Sports will be taking entries online at imsports.wsu.edu. Registration will begin at 8:00am on October 12 and will
be open through 11:59pm on October 21. Registration into specific leagues will still be on a first-come-first-serve basis. Paper
registrations will still be taken at the Student Recreation Center from 8:00am-8:00pm on October 12 — October 21. Individuals
who do not have a team may go to the Free Agents link on the intramural sports website to place your name and email
address for teams that need players to contact. An entry fee of $39.00/team is required to register.

GAME INFORMATION

All games will be played in Smith Gym or PEB 144. Games will begin on Sunday, October 25 and are tentatively scheduled
Sunday, Monday, Tuesday and Thursday from 6:00pm — 11:00pm. A tentative league schedule is available on the back of this
form. Teams will request the time and day of their choice on a first-come-first-serve basis. A limited number of spots are
available in each league so bring a couple of alternative choices that will accommodate your teammates.

MANAGER’S MEETING MODULES

All teams must participate in the mandatory online manager’s meeting to review intramural policies and procedures and
become familiar with the game rules. The manager’s meeting modules will be available at imsports.wsu.edu/imtraining
beginning on the first day of league registration. In order to complete the manager’s meeting requirement a team
representative must complete both modules and quizzes. If a team representative does not complete both modules and
quizzes by Thursday, October 22 the team must pay a $15.00 fee. If this fee is not paid online or at the SRC by Thursday,
November 12 the team will not be scheduled for playoffs.

LEAGUE NOTES 2009

1. Rules- Rules will be available online and will be covered in the online manager’s meeting modules. All rules are
based on National Federation of High Schools rules with intramural modifications. NFHS rulebooks are available
for viewing in Smith Gym 101 or SRC 250.

2. Match Format- A match will consist of three games with a 55 minute time limit. All games will count towards
the teams overall record.

3. Serve- Any serve contacting and crossing the net shall remain in play provided contact is clearly within the net
antennas.

4. Rosters- All team members must sign up for games at the game site, before playing their first game. Players
may only play on one men’s/women’s team and one coed team.

PLAYOFF INFORMATION

All teams who do not forfeit six (6) or more of their games will qualify for playoffs and will advance to a single
elimination post-season tournament. Teams will be divided into a “COMPETITIVE” and “RECREATIONAL" bracket based
on winning percentage. Post-season brackets will be posted Friday, November 13 by 1:00 PM on the intramural sports
website. Playoffs will start on Sunday, November 15. Teams are reminded that they may be required to play at different
days, times, and locations than in their regular season play. If the majority of players on a team have an academic or
another intramural sport conflict, they must inform the IM office by the last day of league play. Intramural sports will try
to accommodate your request.
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
